     For those people that wish to participate 
in the match, but don’t have a gun that 
meets the rule requirements, TCSL will 
provide pistols and anno for use.  There 
will be an extra charge to cover the cost of 
the ammo.

TCSL will be running a participation 
incentive again for 2008.  This year we will 
be running two seasons.  The first season 
will be for matches January thru May.  The 
second season will be for matches June thru 
October.  The details are as follows: 
 
Tri- County Sportsmen’s League 2008 
Action Shooting Award Series 
Scores From 5 IDPA matches will be used 
for each season (January - May, June - 
October) 
  Participation in a minimum of  4  matches 
will be required to qualify for awards 
   Only the “first” shoot within a match will 
count towards series awards 
   Each shooter’s “total time” for the match 
will be used as the score 
   All match scores will be totaled to 
determine final standings 
   Equal awards will be given to the top 
finisher in each quartile of the overall 
standings 
  Example if 20 shooters qualify (meet the 
minimum number of matches) awards will 
be given to places; 1, 6, 11, 16. 
  In the case of an odd number of shooters 
that qualify or make up a quartile, the count 
will be divided to advantage the shooter 
with the better score. (example 15 shooters, 
awards to places: 1, 4, 8, 12) 
   Award = $50 Cabela’s gift certificate  
   Ties will be broken by competitor’s score 
at the final season match
