On behalf of our 22 year old daughter, 
Angela Mathis, her parents Gary and 
Jo, her sisters and the entire family 
wish to say Thank You for the 
immense amount of prayer and 
concern that went out from our friends 
at Tri-County. Your support during 
this extremely trying time will not be 
forgotten. We owe her life to you and 
so many others who supported us with 
prayer. Confirmation from eye 
witnesses and numerous medical 
personnel that we consulted have 
stated that her survival in such a severe 
incident was nothing less than 
miraculous.  
  On Wednesday January 23rd our 
daughter went into the ER and was 
diagnosed with severe appendicitis. 
The routine surgery to remove her 
appendix quickly developed into a 
very grave situation due to a huge 
surgical mistake. Angela’s heart 
stopped as she went into full cardiac 
arrest. The medical staff administered 
3 cycles of CPR.  After three hours of 
vascular surgery her condition was 
stabilized and she was placed in ICU 
with her condition still in a life 
threatening state.  Her chance of 
survival remained at 50-50 for four 
days but she amazingly pulled through 
it all!  
  As Christians, we have come to know 
the Lord and experience his 
tremendous love in our lives, but never 
realized that such an event could bring 
us to experience new levels of God’s 
amazing love and mercy. Twenty year 
veterans in medicine said that they had 
never seen anything like this-ever! Her 
recovery time is still 4-5 weeks and 
continued prayer for her full recovery 
is still in order. Ask me later, and I 
will explain just how miraculous this 
recovery really was.
