Several items were reported at the May 

Membership meeting that I think are indicators 

of the state or your club. The membership has 

continued to grow. We have just under 700 

dues paying members with more on the way. 

During the last two months alone 35 people 

submitted applications to join. Over and over I 

hear folks comment on the fact that they 

looked at several clubs but TCSL had the 

friendliest people, the safest operation, or a 

wide range of activities that the whole family 

can participate in. Not only is our membership 

growing but we retained almost all of our 

regular dues paying members from last year. 

Typically we lose over a hundred dues paying 

members. Not this year. The fact that so many 

members are staying with the club and more 

want to join in the toughest economy in a 

generation is impressive.  

Treasurer, Bob Parent reported that we have 

almost enough money in the bank to run the 

operation for the rest of the year. At this point 

in the year that is a huge achievement. Terry 

Monroe and Bob have done a fantastic job of 

putting systems in place to monitor expenses 

and revenue. The data they have begun to 

acquire will help the board make intelligent 

decisions going forward. This is not just dues 

money—the level of revenue-producing 

activities has never been higher. We are just 

moving into the summer rental season and 

every weekend has a party booked in the 

clubhouse. The line of business that Jerry Chie 

has created brings in much needed revenue. 

We have developed a substantial business in 

catering and fundraising events at TCSL. I am 

not aware of any other club in the area that can 

provide that level of service to its members.  

Chuck Tellas is working toward getting the 

TCSL master site plan finalized. This should 

help us move forward on future construction 

projects. We have a few things to work through 

but everyone is headed in the right direction. 

This is a big step. Chuck and Renee have 

managed to run the best CCW program in the 

area while he juggled the Budget and Finance 

role at the club and completed his long wanted 

college education. Impressive.  

Each of you as members should be proud 

yourselves. None of the above would be 

possible without the contribution each of you 

makes. Whether you are helping with a dinner, 

yard work, behind the scenes support or 

involved in one of the shooting activities you 

are the reason the club has continued to not 

only survive in this economy but to thrive and 

grow.

 The Gray Wolf has been de-listed from 

the Endangered Species List and the DNR 

will move forward to implement the 

Michigan Wolf Management Plan, which 

MUCC helped create.

Historic Memorial Service 
 Lt. Dan Throop lies in an unmarked grave in 

York Twp. His son lies in a grave next to him 

with a very weathered and broken grave 

marker. Lt. Throop was on the ―Lexington 

Alarm List‖ which Paul Revere rode on his 

famous night. After Revere gave Lt. Throop 

the alarm, Throop then mustered his troops and 

led them to Lexington where he participated in 

the first battle of the Revolutionary War. 

When this was brought to the attention of Twp. 

Supervisor and TCSL member Joe Zurawski he 

began making inquiries on how to correct this 

situation. It took a couple of years but with the 

involvement of the Michigan Society of the 

Sons of the American Revolution (MiSSAR) 

and the National Sons of the American 

Revolution (NSSAR) along with Fred Veigel, 

Gary Lillie and Elmer White, this is about to be 

corrected. 

Lt. Throop’s status as a war veteran has been 

certified and a VA marker authorized and 

procured. A polished granite monument has 

been donated for both Lt. Throop and his son. 

This monument will contain a brief mention of 

the Lexington battle and Paul Revere. There 

will be a dedication ceremony with a 

reenactment unit led by the NSSAR Gravesite 

marking Committee Chairman, an honor guard 

performing the ―13 fold flag ceremony‖, 

Washtenaw County Sheriff’s mounted unit, a 

bagpiper and several other activities fitting 

such an occasion honoring a true patriot to 

whom we owe so much more than we can ever 

repay. 

This will all take place on Friday, July 3 at 

11am at the gravesite in the Judd Road 

Cemetery on Judd Road at Saline Milan Road. 

Parking there is very limited. At press time 

arrangements are being made to attempt to 

procure a shuttle bus and an offsite parking lot, 

perhaps the TCSL lot if the bus can be 

arranged. TCSL members are invited and 

encouraged to attend.
