Personal Protection in the 

Home course will satisfy 
the training requirements 

for a Michigan Concealed 

Pistol License.  The class 

fee is currently only $100 
for TCSL members; $135 

for non-members. 

CCW classes are normally 

held once each month with 
a classroom session from 

6pm to 9pm on Friday, and 

a Saturday range and 

classroom session from 
8am to 5pm with a one-

hour break for lunch.  See 

the calendar information in 

this newsletter for the next 
scheduled class dates. 

Participants shoot on the 

outdoor pistol range 

Saturday morning.  A 
covered firing line offers protection from rain 

while shooting, and offers some protection 

from the wind.  Targets are provided.  You 

must attend the entire class and satisfactorily 
complete the shooting requirements to receive 

a certificate.   

Each participant will receive a copy of the 

NRA Guide to the Basics of Personal 
Protection in the Home and various other 

handouts.  Those who complete the class will 

be given a free voucher to shoot in one of the 

monthly International Defensive Pistol 
Association (IDPA) matches held monthly at 

Tri-County.  Here you may practice drawing 

from concealment, reloading under tactical 

conditions, and making effective use of cover.

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Tri-County Gets the Lead Out 

Of the hundreds of shooting clubs in the 

Michigan, Tri-County is one of less than 20 
clubs with an Environmental Stewardship Plan 

(ESP) that has been accepted into the MUCC 

Shooting Range Environmental Stewardship 

Program.  In addition, Tri-County is one of 
only two Michigan clubs whose ESP has been 

accepted by the US Environmental Protection 

Agency!  The recent lead recovery project was 

a direct result of the club's commitment to 
environmental responsibility. 

Environmental Committee Chairman John 

Gary worked with Restoration and 

Reclamation Services of Ypsilanti to remove 
the accumulation of lead shot from the trap 

range shot fall area.  The recovered lead shot 

was placed in thirty-five 55-gallon drums in 

the parking lot for pickup and transportation to 
the smelter who is buying it.  Pat Wustoff, 

owner and general manager of Reclamation 

Services, estimated that over 130,000 pounds 
of shot was recovered. 

The price for the lead shot will depend on the 

market prices at the time of delivery.  The final 

yield won't be known until the end of 

September after the shot arrives at the smelter 

in Missouri and is weighed prior to processing.  

Bullets on the pistol and rifle ranges have less 

value because the lead is alloyed with calcium 
and antimony, and the copper jackets must be 

separated from the lead bullet cores before 

going to the smelter.
