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October 2009 President’s Report

We ran an orientation class last night and had
21 attendees. The folks continue to join Tri-
County at a record pace. The interest in
shooting sports and  exercising  2nd
Amendment rights is very high and our
organization presents a unique mix of shooting
and social events that folks enjoy. The fact
that the membership continues to increase in
this economy speaks volumes about the work
each of you do for the club.

Trap is working hard at attracting interest in
the Sunday shoots. The crew is looking hard
the cost of the activity. Rene Tellas and Roger
Sacks have been offering some instruction to
help new shooters get into the game. Stop up
and give it a try. Even if you miss the birds
your contribution to future lead recovery is
appreciated.

Speaking of lead recovery, the check has come
in. We sold 151,000 pounds of lead to the
recycler. It is my hope that the board will
support establishing a contingency fund with
the money. TCSL has never had a reserve fund
for emergency expenditures. Most successful
organizations have a percentage of the annual
budget set aside for unpredictable items. Legal
expenses, losses not covered by insurance or
new regulatory requirements are examples of
the type of things that might pop up. The
proceeds from the lead recovery provide us
with a great opportunity to be prepared for
such an expense. The amount is not
insignificant. Come to a board or membership
meeting to find out the exact amount.

Speaking of meetings, the TCSL Board
Meetings are the first Thursday of the month at
7:00 pm. The General Membership Meetings
are the third Thursday at 7:00 pm. The bylaws
require 20 members be in attendance to have a
general membership meeting. We were unable
to have a membership meeting in June due to
low turnout. No meetings are allowed in July
and August. | had to go down and drag
someone off of the rifle range to conduct a
meeting in September. Now | appreciate that
folks are comfortable with the direction of the
club; I try hard to keep things smooth and
handle problems as they come up to limit
controversy and create an environment that is
fun to be in. We have the meetings for the
benefit of the members. The meetings provide
a great opportunity to interact with other
members and find out what is going on around
the club. The bar will be open for business and
Mike Brown has committed to having a burger
night in October before the membership
meeting so come out and have dinner and then
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attend a meeting. Work hours are credited for
attendance at meetings.

One of my fellow officers remarked in
frustration the other day that we at TCSL are
sitting on more money that we have ever had.
That is a great problem to have and | took it as
a complement. It is the goal of the board to go
through the year without having to borrow
money against next year’s dues to pay this
year’s bills, without touching the lead recovery
money. Bob Parent, TCSL Treasurer, has a
pretty good handle on the amount of money we
need to finish out the year. This data and
predictability should allow us to plan a couple
of range improvements per year going forward.
We have a couple of expensive projects in the
pipeline that we are going to have to fund. The
economy is still putting the squeeze on a lot of
folks and we don’t know when that will turn
around for us here in Michigan. This is the
rational for the fiscal conservatism.

IDPA Match Schedules

IDPA matches are on the 4th Saturday of the
month. New shooters (including CPL holders)
are welcome to attend. Please register on the
web site http://tcsl-idpa.org/new/, and show up
to the match 30 minutes before your start time.
You may choose from the following start
times: 10:00am, 11:30am, 12:45pm, or
2:00pm. Food (burgers, brats) and soft drinks
will be available. Cost to shoot the match is
$20, and if you wish to shoot again, it is $10.
Plan to bring your defensive carry pistol and
equipment, and 150 rounds of ammunition.

The next match will be on September 26th and
is an "IDPA Postal Match", whereby 4 of our
stages are designed by IDPA headquarters.
Not only will you be competing against other
shooters at TCSL, but across the county as
well! The scores for these stages will be sent
into IDPA headquarters, and compared to other
shooters who shot the same stages at clubs
around the globe. Come out and see how you
do against hundreds of other shooters across
the country!

The October Match will be a special
“Defensive Carry” match, where shooters are
encouraged to use their actual “carry gear” —
i.e. compact guns, leather holsters, etc. The
equipment rules will be modified so that gear is
more equalized (compact, subcompact, leather
holsters, lasers, etc.) so that we encourage
competitors to be “competitive” with their
actual carry gear. We expect the match to fill
up and will add an additional 3:30 squad to
handle overflow.

Now’s Your Chance

The TCSL Turkey Shoots return October 4, 25,
and November 1. The shoots will run from
Noon to 4pm each day and will be held on a
dedicated range located between the 50 yard
rifle range and the archery range. Shooters of
all ages—provided they can handle a shotgun
safely—are welcome. Minors must be
accompanied by a parent or other responsible
adult. Shotguns in 12, 16, 20, or 410 gauges
can be used in the shoot. If you don’t own a
shotgun, loaners will be available. Don’t bring
ammunition; it’s all provided at the shoot.

The competition is held in rounds of ten
shooters firing one shell at a target 25 yards
away. Shooters may be in standing or kneeling
positions. The shooter placing a BB closest to
the center of the bullseye wins the prize for
that round. The cost to participate in a round is
$3.00, which includes the cost of the shotgun
shell, and you may participate in as many
rounds as you like. Prizes include frozen
turkeys, bacon slabs, and other good stuff.
