MUCC ACTION ALERT
Governor Granholm issued Executive Order 45
of 2009 that combines the DNR and DEQ, but
strips the Natural Resources Commission's
ability to appoint the Department director, a
move that severely erodes the transparency of
decision-making within the new Department of
Natural Resources & Environment.

In order to minimize the amount of political
influence on resource management and retain
the NRC's authority to appoint the director,
there are two solutions:

(1) The Governor herself must rescind the
Executive Order and change the provisions;

(2) Both the House and Senate must pass
resolutions that send the Executive Order back
to the Governor.

TAKE ACTION

Contact your state representative and state
senator and ask them to support rescinding the
EO, but also ask your state representative to
specifically ask House Speaker Andy Dillon to
bring a resolution up for a vote.

More Turkey Shoots...
Shotgun and Pistol
Despite gloomy weather we
had a good turnout and a lot of
fun at the first Turkey Shoot.
The next shoots are October
25, and November 1; Noon to 4pm each day.
Hand-gunners can give it a try on the pistol
range, and shot-gunners use a dedicated range
located between the 50 yard rifle range and the
archery range. Shooters of all ages—provided
they can handle a firearm safely—are
welcome. Minors must be accompanied by a
parent or other responsible adult. The cost to
participate in a round or relay is $3.00, and you
may participate in as many rounds as you like.
Prizes include frozen turkeys, bacon slabs, and
other good stuff. If you bring spectators, do
them a favor and provide ear protection.

Shotgun Shoot: Shotguns in 12, 16, 20, or 410
gauges can be used in the shoot. If you don’t
own a shotgun, loaners will be available.
Don’t bring ammunition; it’s provided at the
shoot. The competition is held in rounds of ten
shooters firing one shell at a target 25 yards
away. Shooters may be in standing or kneeling
positions. The shooter placing a BB closest to
the center of the bullseye wins the prize for
that round.

Handgun Shoot: Any handgun may be used,
from a 22 cal. to an S&W500 (loaners will be
available). Everyone supplies their own ammo.
Hand-gunners get 3 shots at a running “deer”
target at 25 yards. Hits earn points and the
shooter with the highest point total for each 10
person relay wins a turkey or other prize.

Have a friend or family member that
might enjoy being a member of Tri-
County? The club is currently taking new
applications. Here’s the deal:

Process: Stop by the clubhouse and pick

up an application. Completed applications
must be accompanied by a $20 non-

refundable application fee, and be
endorsed by two existing members in
good standing. The  Membership

Committee reviews applications monthly,
and presents completed applications to the
Board at the monthly Board of Directors
meeting.

Dues: First year dues are $165; $125
towards dues, plus a $40 initiation fee (the
$20 application fee goes towards the
initiation fee, if the application is
accepted). Dues thereafter are $125 per
year, payable by or before December 31st.
The dues year is from March 1st to the
last day of February. There is a pro-rated
dues schedule for first year members.

Work Hours: First year (probationary)
members must provide 20 hours
work/participation on committees or work
projects during their first year of
membership. Regular members must
provide at least ten hours of work or
committee membership per year.

It’s an
early October morning and my long-planned
trip to the CMP Store at Camp Perry in Port
Clinton, Ohio is finally underway. CMP, for
the uninitiated is the Civilian Marksmanship
Program—a throwback to the days when our
government thought it would be a good idea
for the civilian population to own military
surplus rifles, and be trained in their use.

My brother and his boy drive in
from Pittsburgh to meet me and we give the
inventory a hard look.

No great effort is put into displaying the
merchandise; just racks of M1 Garands and
carbines, along with parts and accessories, but
we find plenty to look at. The Garands are
rough so we focus on the carbines which range
from poor to very good condition. It’s busy—
but not so busy as to get your dander up. We
rub elbows and trade comments with a bunch
of people who look like average Americans.

| take my selection over to a crusty-looking

guy at the service counter who could have been
a D.l. in a previous life. He looks it over and
gives a long, low whistle like he might have
given some good-looking babe forty years ago;
before he met his wife. “That’s a nice one” he
says... “Muzzle erosion 2.0, throat erosion
2.2... pretty good”. I say nothing—not
wanting to let on that I don’t know what the
hell he’s talking about. “So, do you want it”?
