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President’s Report

Third, we set a standard that the other 19 

MUCC Districts can shoot for. Running the 

fundraiser was a lot of work but we have done 

enough of these at TCSL to know what works 

and what does not. That was the easy part 

(relatively speaking). Getting this initiative to 

spread across the state to other clubs is the real 

challenge. If each district ran one event like 

this a year we could raise enough money to 

make sure sportsmen and sportswomen had a 

place at the table when issues that affect us are 

discussed.  

Fourth, we gave the MUCC personnel a boost 

in moral. The Executive Director, Erin 

McDonough and sidekick Tony Hanson came 

down from Lansing and were blown away 

when they saw the crowd upstairs at TCSL. 

These folks have been working behind the 

scenes on behalf of hunters, fishermen and 

trappers for years. The economy has forced 

them to do it with less and less resources. It 

can’t be fun going to work every day 

wondering how you are going to pay the bills. 

The money was welcome but when they saw 

the crowd and felt the energy in the room it 

lifted their spirits and gave them a much 

needed boost in energy. You can’t put a price 

on that.  

Thanks to everyone at TCSL and the other 

clubs for pitching and making this event a 

success. You Rock!
