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President’s Report 
We have a couple of range improvement 

projects in the pipeline at TCSL and I want to 

take a moment to describe the process to you.  

We at TCSL operate in York Township as a 

preexisting non-conforming use. That means 

we were here before there were any rules 

regulating our operation. As long as we 

continue to operate as we have without a 

substantial change, we can continue to do 

business and maintain our ranges, do some 

improvements and possibly some expansion.  

Public Act 269 as adopted in 1989 and 

amended in 1994 also insures that we can 

continue to operate as long as we adhere to 

NRA guidelines for facilities and daily 

operational procedures. We have had the NRA 

review our operations and facilities a couple of 

times. There is always room for improvement 

and we are making those over time. 

We also recognize that we want to protect our 

neighbors, members and guests regardless of 

the law. Having a bullet leave TCSL property 

or having a member or guest injured is 

unacceptable and not a protected event. Thus, 

the TCSL Board of Directors created a Safety 

Committee in 2004 to oversee the operation 

and design of our ranges. To date the program 

has been a huge success. We have used data 

from the program numerous times to 

demonstrate to our neighbors the good 

stewardship and concern for their well being. 

The use of our ranges continues to increase.  

Everyone is safe and we are having more fun. 

We are also bringing in more revenue That 

makes the program successful in my book  

Now, let’s get back to the improvements. We 

want to continue to increase activity on the 

action range and pistol range while making 

some safety improvements.  We are working 

on shortening up the distance between the 

firing line and the backstop on the pistol range. 

This will minimize the opportunity for errant 

shots and ground skips while providing folks 

with plenty of room to shoot. We are also 

looking at improving the brow and adding 

some barriers on the action range. These 

improvements will allow us to continue to 

operate as we have while also creating a higher 

level of safety for our neighbors and our 

members. A design for the improvements will 

be submitted to the Safety committee for 

review so we can test/evaluate the design and if 

needed, and get some input from the NRA. We 

will also let our township officials know we are 

working on a safety improvement. They 

appreciate being in the loop and we have 
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pledged to keep them informed.  Once the 

design has been approved some cost estimates 

can be generated and forwarded to the budget 

and finance committee for discussion. After 

both the Safety committee and Budget and 

Finance committees have given approval, the 

proposals will be forwarded to the TCSL 

Board of Directors for the final go ahead.  

There are more steps here than one would think 

need to be taken but that is the world we live 

in. The membership deserves to know that their 

money is being spent wisely. The process is 

designed to make sure we end up with 

functional, safe and affordable facilities the 

first time we build them.  That is how TCSL 

will thrive over the next 70 years.           ---Rob
