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President’s Report

Last month | laid out the procedure to move
forward on some of the range improvement
projects. We need to take a similar approach to
the other capital projects that we are
contemplating at TCSL. Let’s take the kitchen
for example.

TCSL realizes a lot of revenue from the sale of
food at special events and through our catering
business at weddings, anniversary parties, and
fundraisers. The equipment in our kitchen is
for the most part over 30 years old. Now we
can repair some things almost indefinitely but
there comes a point when it makes sense to
replace an item rather than repair it. We also
have to maintain things in a high state of repair
to continue to pass the health department
inspections that our kitchen must pass to
maintain its status as a licensed facility.
Anyone who has worked in our kitchen has
seen some of the opportunities for
improvement that exist.

Here is how we are approaching the kitchen.
We would like to upgrade the counters and
sinks to keep ourselves up to snuff. Stainless
steel in grade 316 is the recommended material
for use in this situation. There is a need for a
hand sink. We would like to create a work area
where you can be prepping a salad or finishing
up a dish on one side of the island and also be
washing up a raw meat or poultry product on
the other.

This requires some design expertise. We have
brought in a couple of folks with expertise in
the restaurant business to create some drawings
and give us some prices on the project. The
TCSL kitchen and building committees are
involved in the layout also. We will have the
health department take a look at the plan to
make sure we are not overlooking a chance to
improve food safety. Once the drawings are
complete and approved we can get the budget
and finance committee to work on creating a
way to fund the project. Of course the TCSL
Board of Directors has to authorize the project
before any funds are spent.

Sound like a bit of legwork? No doubt about it.
The planning is always a pain. The end result is
important though and by doing the planning up
front we insure that the member’s money is
spent wisely and that the expenditure will
result in an increased revenue stream or
expanded capabilities for years to come. Next
month... How do we fund it?

Don’t forget to bring
something to lie on in the prone position like
an exercise mat, piece of carpet, shooting mat
etc. | will have extra military slings for those
that don’t have one. We strongly encourage
using a sling. Again, instruction will be
available.
