The last couple of columns have tried to lay
out the process for planning projects. The next
problem becomes funding the project. A
couple of things need to happen before we
spend the money. Let

One of the most important steps we are
undertaking is an assessment of the
maintenance and capital improvement projects
that need to be done. Our club was built in the
40s with the ranges improved over time. There
are lots of projects that need to be done. Some
examples are: kitchen upgrades, heating and
cooling system replacement, range
construction and safety improvements, along
with roofing and repainting of outbuildings. In
short, a whole lot of stuff.

All of the projects have merit and one can
make a case for each of them. The factors that
might influence which ones get done first are
many. Increased revenue potential, safety,
enhanced member benefits, and essential
maintenance are all legitimate reasons to spend
the money. The question(s) becomes what can
we afford and when?

Over the last couple of years we have been
working hard at getting a handle on our fixed
costs and income. We have managed to drive
the costs down just about as much as possible
without severely affecting the services the
members expect from the club. We have saved
quite a bit of money in the bank as a result.
Now we are trying to lay out the expenses and
work through the process of being able to
predict them on a monthly basis and have a
plan to continue to control and pay them. Some
months our expenses are pretty low. When the
tax bills or insurance premiums come due, we
experience a large outlay. Hence the reports
given at the meetings by the Treasurer, Bob
Parent, occasionally show a net loss for some
months and surpluses during other months.
Developing a better schedule of expenses will
help us plan the expenditures in such a way to
minimize the “dippir
has to occur.

The other variable is the income. Besides dues,
we at TCSL have devi
busi ness” . The shooti
event fees, training/educational revenue, and
our substantial catering revenue all contribute
to the bottom line. Much like the expenses, the
revenue fluctuates quite a bit from month to
month. It makes it real hard to plan
expenditures when y
month to month or (year to year for dues) how
much money will be coming in. Bob is also
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nailing that down in order to help us plan
expenditures in a sustainable way.

No matter what we might want to think, this
club is a business and has to be run like one.
We need to be able to cover our fixed costs and
still perform some maintenance and hopefully
some capital improvements to the facilities.
Figuring out what we do and when, are the real
chall enges. It isn’'t
hope to chart a course for the club that will
take our facilities to the next level and keep our
club relevant for many years to come.

Advanced CCW Course

If you have a Michigan Concealed Pistol
License, or completed the NRA Personal
Protection In The Home course, you are
eligible to register for the NRA Personal
Protection Outside the Home course offered at
Tri-County July 31 to August 1.
