 The TCSL Board of Directors made the 

decision at the last board meeting to move 

forward with a long term capital improvement 

funding mechanism. The last two years of 

spending controls and increased revenue have 

resulted in Tri-County having a very healthy 

balance sheet. This has put the club in a 

position to qualify for some long term 

financing in the form of a small business loan. 

Todayôs low interest rates make borrowing the 

money to fund the improvements at this time a 

reasonable option.  There are many projects 

that need to be done at TCSL. We have 

range/safety and building improvements that 

need to be done to maintain the facilities that 

our predecessors have built for us. We also 

want to make sure that we invest in the club to 

take Tri-County to the next level and keep the 

club attractive both aesthetically and 

functionally for years to come. This is a bold 

move and the board members are to be 

commended for their willingness to make this 

long term commitment. 

The primary elections are coming up the first 

week of August. Regardless of what you think 

about our current economic situation or 

domestic and foreign policies you should make 

an effort to participate by casting your ballot 

for the candidate of your choice. The Michigan 

Governorôs race is just one example where the 

voters have several candidates to choose from.  

Mike Cox, the current Michigan Attorney 

General has been to Tri-County in an effort to 

communicate his Conservation and Second 

Amendment views. We have had several 

candidates for the 55th District seat at recent 

events trying to generate interest. You as TCSL 

members should be pleased that your club is 

considered a worthy place for candidates to try 

and connect with you as voters. Now it is up to 

you to take advantage of it and make your 

voice heard.  

The next scheduled board meeting will be held 

the third Thursday of August. We are working 

toward combining the board and membership 

meetings into the same night. This will take a 

bylaws change and some work on logistics on 

the part of the board but in the long run it 

should help the club members get to know the 

board members and officers, keep the members 

better informed about club decisions and free 

up a night for other activities. It should also 

increase the attendance at our burger nights. 

Mike Brown is a bit concerned about being 

able to run the burger night and attend the 

board meeting and is willing to hand the event 

over to someone or have someone co-chair the  
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event so that he can fulfill his responsibilities 

as a board member. We have 8 or 9 burger 

nights a year so the commitment is finite.

Training 
An NRA Personal 

Protection Outside the 

Home (PPOH) course 

is scheduled July 31 

and August 1 at Tri-

County Sportsmen's 

League.   This is an 

intermediate level 

course that builds on 

the knowledge and 

skills you learned in 

the NRA Personal Protection In the Home (or 

CCW) course.     

This class emphasizes repetitive drills 

beginning with methodically drawing from 

concealment, and progresses to engaging 

targets that represent various threats.  You may 

bring a strong side hip holster, a strong side 

Inside-the-waistband (IWB) holster, or a 

concealment purse with a shoulder strap.  Upon 

completion of this class your draw stroke will 

be smoother and, if practiced regularly, may 

become automatic in a life-threatening 

encounter.  The drills on Sunday will build on 

the skills acquired Saturday to include 

engaging threats at close and long range, 

engaging targets in different directions, and 

shooting after moving to cover.   The price for 

the Basic PPOH course is $220, a $50 deposit 

will hold your seat.  Tri-County members 

receive a member discount. The maximum 

class size is 12.  Class hours are Saturday, July 

31 from 8:00am to 5:30pm, and Sunday, 

August 1 from noon to 6:30pm.  To register for 

the class email chuck.ceetee@yahoo.com or 

call Chuck Tellas at 734-439-1363.
